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Energy security has become more
important in developing countries like India.
Per capita consumption of energy is
continuously increasing in India with
population growth and development with
consequent concern over environmental
impact, energy supply and cost. The country
transitioned from being the world's seventh-
largest energy consumer in 2000 to the fourth-

largest one within a decade. Renewable
Energy sources like sun, wind, biomass, biofuel etc. may be a good alternative for country's
energy security and to reduce pressure on fossil energy sources. Power generation from
renewable sources is increasing in India, with the share of renewable energy in the country's
total energy mix rising from 7.8% in 2008 to 12.3% in 2013. The increased use of
indigenous renewable resources is expected to reduce India's dependence on expensive
imported fossil fuels. Renewable energy is a distributed and scalable resource, making it
well suited to meet the need for power in remote areas, which lack grid and road
infrastructure. India has abundant untapped renewable energy resources. India also has
significant potential to produce energy from biomass derived from agricultural and forestry
residues.

Energy input in agriculture is increasing. Part of this energy should come from bio-
based fuel, which is short term renewable. The use of Bio-diesel results in substantial
reduction of un-burnt hydrocarbons, carbon monoxide and particulate matters. Among
various options available for bio energy, biodiesel, bio ethanol and biomass gasification are
three major options, which have huge potential in India to develop as energy sources and
where investments made would be economical. Based on the availability of cattle dung
alone from about 304 million cattle, there exists an estimated potential of about 18,240
million cubic meter of biogas generation annually.

New energy resources, improved energy technologies, energy conservation
techniques and consumption strategies are the today's need to meet the increasing demand
for energy and quality. The constant challenge has been to find an innovative strategy to
move from the theoretical potential of renewable sources of energy to the success of its
implementation in the field. Public Private Partnership mode should be encouraged to meet
the future energy challenges.
