» For the control of pod borer, spray of neem
seed kernel extract 5 % or Bacillus thuringiensis
sero var kurstaki WP @ 400-500 g/acre in 200-
400 | of water.

> Apply irrigation to the crop at regular interval.

» For the control of castor semi looper, spray 20
ml quinalphos (1.5 % powder) OR 40 gm
carbaryl in 10 liter of water.

» The infested shoots and seed capsules may be

collected and destroyed.

» For the control of madhiya, spray 50 % WP
carbaryl 40 gm OR 36 % EC monocrotophos 10

ml in 10 liter of water.

» To apply fertilizer and any agro-chemicals to
the crops during this period.

» To the spray of agrochemicals during this
period.

» Hand weeding and interculturing operation
should be carry out.

» To apply irrigation to the crop at regular
interval.

» Keep vegetable crop weed free, apply irrigation
regularly and send vegetable fruit to the

market often grading.




Livestock

> Protection of animal due to the cold winter
season cattle transfer to the shed and cover
the shade with gunny bag.

» To provide adequate food & clean warm water
for drinking during cold condition and keep the
animals clean shed.

» Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flies
and mosquitoes.

» Give stored fodder with mineral mixture.
Fodder should be stored at safe place.

» Feed silage & hay material along with
concentrate feed.

» Use chaff cutter for fodder.

» For the control of tick and other parasites,
spray deltemethrin or aemitaz 2 ml in 1 litre of
water.

» Udder of milking animals must be properly

clean with zinc oxide or boric powder.
