He also pointed out
the importance of water conservation in life of human being since ancient times of civilization
on river bank. He suggested various ways to reduce water use in lives of human being.

Dr. P M Chauhan, Registrar, JAU, Junagadh, emphasized the dire needs of sound
actions on water conservation and its judicious use. He gave brief on adoption of various
technologies at public places for the reducing the water use like use of sensors with 10T in
water supply, drone for the spraying, MIS for the irrigation and vacuum cleaning for
sanitization etc. He mentioned that only the human mentalities as well as technology adoptions
at every-sphere can lead towards the judicious use of water in each water use sector.

Dr. N K Gontia, Principal & Dean, CAET, JAU, Junagadh, in his
inaugural/presidential speech, emphasized to accelerate the various actions in water
conservation, sanitizations and judicious use.
